The View from Here...

We will celebrate the
season of creation once
again this fall. We did so
for the first time last fall

and your responses were
enthusiastic. The idea of a season of
creation came from Australia, first from
some in the Lutheran Church, then The
Uniting Church. The National Council of
Churches then began to promote it. It
was launched in 2006. | am grateful to
Lois MacAfee who brought it to my
attention last year.

The theological premise for the
season is described by its authors this
way:

“The Season of
us to re-orient our relationship with
creation. While the challenge may have
been provoked by the current ecological
crisis and a growing awareness of our
place in the web of creation, the origins
of our re-orientation lie deep in our
Christian  tradition, especially our
biblical heritage. We are challenged to
return to our biblical roots to rediscover
our intimate connections with creation.
We return to see ourselves again as part
of the very Earth from which we are
made. "~

The logo for the season is on this
page above. The orb of the logo is
planet Earth filled with the waves of
God's Spirit. The veins of the leaf
suggest the web of creation. The leaf
forms a tree of life that is also the cross
of Christ. Leaves from the tree of life

are for healing (Revelation 22:2).

The season is designed to be the
four Sundays leading up to the
celebration of Saint Francis, October
4th, culminating in a service of blessing
of the animals. The season of creation
has its own lectionary readings and so
we will depart from the revised
common lectionary.

Last year the themes of the four
Sundays were: Forest,
Land, Wilderness and
River.  This year the
themes will be:

Donations to World Communion Sunday
have dwindled. That means only some
of the record numbers of applicants are
receiving scholarships, and those
scholarships are significantly smaller
than in the past. Fifty percent of the
money received goes to the United
Methodist General Board of Global
Ministries for World Communion
Scholarships with at least one-half of
the annual amount used for ministries
beyond the United States. In addition,
the United Methodist General Board of
Higher Education and Ministry uses 35
percent of the money received for the
Ethnic Scholarship Program, for Native

American, Asian, African American,
Hispanic, or Pacific Islander applicants
pursuing their first undergraduate
degree. The remaining 15 percent goes
to the Ethnic In-Service Training
Program for the recruitment, training
and retention of ethnic United
Methodists in leadership positions in
the church.
