r, /\< Please urge your elected officials (senators and representative)

(DREAM) Act, S. 729 and H.R. 1751. This act would create a pathway
to lawful permanent residence and eventual earned citizenship for
the approximately 65,000 high school graduates who were brought to the United States
as children over five years ago. The latest version of this bill, introduced on March 26,
2009, has the following requirements for these young people:
--Had arrived in the U.S. before their 16" birthday;
--Had lived in the U.S. for at least the last five years;
--Had graduated from U.S. high school or obtained an American G.E.D.;
--Will attend college or serve in the military for at least two years; and

--Have good moral character.

Currently, children who immigrate to the USA can only obtain permanent legal
status through their parents. The DREAM Act would provide opportunity for these
young people to earn conditional permanent residency on their own. It is important that
high school graduates brought to the U.S. as children realize their potential through
higher education and service to the United States.
