It is a lifetime question.  Disciples of Jesus will always wrestle with

I will never apologize for the church asking itself (its members and friends) to offer 
themselves to God in every way possible.  Why?  Because the church is not a club or a 
community organization.  The church is for transformation.  The church is called to 
ǘǊŀƴǎŦƻǊƳ ǘƘŜ ǿƻǊƭŘ ŦƻǊ DƻŘΩǎ Ǿƛǎƛƻƴ ƻŦ ǇŜŀŎŜ ǿƛǘƘ ƧǳǎǘƛŎŜΦ  ¢ƘŜ ŎƘǳǊch community 
fosters persons in their journey to be disciples of Christ for the transformation of the 
world.   

There are many ways we live out our discipleship as a church and as individuals.  God 
gifts us each individually for the effectiveness of our work together.  God calls the whole

the other way!!  The irony is that when we turn and face God and offer our whole 
selves, we discover a peace and fulfillment not possibly known any other way. 

The ministry of this church needs your financial faithfulness.  There is no one but US 
who financially support what it takes to be an effective witness to God in the world.  
Spirituality and financial stewardship are deeply connected.  If we all give proportionally 
by what we are given (or earn), our ministry will be well supported.  That is the wisdom 
of the tithe (10%).  If all tithed, if all gave 10% of their income, the distribution of giving 
is just.  That is why Jesus lifted up the widow who gave pennies to the offering in the 
Temple (Mark 12:41-44).  Proportionally she gave more than the wealthy who gave far 
more money, but hers was the sacrificial gift. 

The ministry of this church also needs your ministry of presence.  We are putting into 
place a systematic plan of taking communion to the unwillingly absent members of our 
church.  Once the elements are consecrated in worship together, anyone can take them 
out and share them with those who are unable to be present.  Robin Rhodes, assisted by 
Bill Clements, is instituting a regular, systematic pattern of taking communion out from 
our monthly celebration of communion.  There are instructions/directions about how to 
do this, and the most important part of this ministry is presence.  If God is nudging you 
to respond in this way, please contact Deacon Robin Rhodes at 



buchananrhodes@earthlink.net or 909-624-6098.  Communion serving teams will be 
two persons together, going as representatives from the congregation.  It 
is not a matter of knowledge or authority, but rather of loving presence.
