People were talking in worship last Sunday.  SERIOUSLY ς talking in church! 

Stewardship chair Alex Morales shared a story of how while riding a bus in L.A., he 
observed people, complete strangers, instinctively knowing what to do in order to care 
for one another.  In his example, a person with a physical need for help came aboard the 
bus, and without hesitation or discussion, other people moved where they were sitting

Alex then asked us to share with the person next to us of a time when we witnessed
