The View from Here..

| want to talk about two things: Church Conference and Flu concerns.

Now isn’t that an interesting juxtaposition of topics! | don’t expect you to get the flu
by attending the Church Conference, but | can’t make any guarantees!

CHURCKEONFERENCE

This is the annual meeting of our local church with the District Superintendent. This
year | am pleased that our superintendent, the Rev. Bau Dang will preach at our two
Sunday morning services. This will give more of you a chance to get acquainted with
him. Those attending the Church Conference will share lunch together in the Round
Building. We thank the Fellowship Committee for planning a prepared lunch for us and
for enlisting our wonderful chef-in-residence Joan Roth. The superintendent will have
lunch with the Staff Parish Relations Committee at the same time to discuss the pastoral
needs of the church.

Rev. Dang presides at the meeting. There will be very few oral reports, but there will
be a booklet with written reports from Committee chairpersons and staff. We will elect
the leadership for 2010; we will remove some members who have been inactive for a
number of years; and we will reflect a bit on who we are as a church. Who can come to
a Church Conference? Everyone! Who can vote? Those who are members of the
church. Having a church conference is a very “Methodist” thing to do. Our founder
John Wesley believed in the value of Christian Conferencing. At its roots it was intended
to be a time of reflection, discernment and accountability. We may not be able to do all
that in one short meeting, but that is why we have a Church Council, which oversees our
ministries during the year.

FLU CONCERNS

Some of you have written notes on the “presence and prayer” cards and some of you
have spoken to me. You have expressed concern about the HIN1 virus and our close
community on Sunday mornings. Some of you have expressed that you aren’t
concerned at all. And that is exactly what | would expect from any community of
people: a wide array of views on any given subject...as it should be!

There is plenty of information on prevention practices in print, on the radio, on TV,
on the internet and at your doctor’s office. | will repeat all that. But | will give guidance
to how we maintain our beloved community while at the same time respecting those
who feel anxious about this current flu concern, for none of us knows the health history
or current concerns that others have. | started the guidance last Sunday by suggesting
fist and elbow bumps as an alternative to hand shaking. Being a resourceful
congregation, several of you told me of other greeting practices from around the world.
“Well”, I thought, “won’t this be fun! We can learn all kinds of ways of greeting and



expand our cultural awareness all the same time!” So get ready for more ideas of
greeting (and share your ideas).

But there is this awkward “moment” when we’re not sure what to do. So let me
declare that we won’t worry about being awkward. You decide how you want to greet.
If you extend your hand and the other person gives a fist, then you make a fist and give
a bump. Let’s take the lead of the person who wishes to minimize hand contact. If you
want to bow and the other person wants to elbow bump, do both!! Have fun. Laugh.

One card asked if we could have an anti-bacterial dispenser in the sanctuary. My
preference is that each of you bring your own anti-bacterial products with you and use
them as you desire.

A final word about communion: | read an article on the General Board of Discipleship
website that suggested that the bread server dip the bread in the juice themselves, and
then hand it to the worshipper. That prevents people from possibly putting their fingers
in the juice. During this time of increased concern we will serve communion in this way
and then resume our former practice at a later time.

As with many concerns that come to the life of the congregation, we try to do what is
reasonable and helpful while at the same time we also recognize that we cannot
prevent people from getting sick. Sickness is part of life and we all have to find that
balance between what preserves life and what gives life.
