conferencing was John Wesley’s way for us to watch over one another with love.  That is 
how we BE church day in and day out…watching over one another with love.   

We affirmed the four areas of focus for the work of all United Methodists:

 Creating Places for New People 

 Eliminating Poverty

At the conference we continued our endorsement for three candidates for the 

ministry: Diane Heaton-Schmitt, Beth Mueller and Sun Young Park.  We approved, for 
the first time, our support for the candidacy of Martha Morales for the Order of Deacon.   

We elected the lay leadership for the year 2010.  Your Committee on Nominations 
and Leadership Development continues to try to match persons’ gifts with the needs of 
the church, an on-going process.  If you have not been asked to serve in a ministry area 
and would like to, please let me know!

We celebrated the strong commitment of this church to missional support.  This 
church is committed to paying 100% of our share of apportionments (our tithe to the 
General Church for our witness and mission throughout the world).  Additionally we 
support two missionaries as well as several local ministries such as Inland Valley Hope 
Partners.   

We removed 33 inactive church members for whom we have no record of 
attendance, participation, giving or serving during the last few years.  These persons 
were contacted during the previous year and, regrettably, they chose not to respond.  
We are saddened whenever we must remove persons from the membership of the 
church.  We understand membership to be upholding the ministry of the church 
through our prayers, presence, gifts, service, AND witness.  May this occasion serve to 
spur all of us to grow in our own discipleship, which includes watching over one another 
with love.   

In my report to the Conference I focused on the demographics of young adults in our 
society.  For many of us we may have “left church” during the college and post-college 
days, only to return when children came into our lives.  The underlying assumption is 
that there was exposure to a faith community in our early days of formation.  This is no 
longer the case.  A huge percentage of young adults who are now having families have 
never been to church or synagogue…not even for a wedding or a funeral.  We can no

longer assume that they will “come back” since they were never here.  This puts the 
onus on us to think about the relationships we already have and invite persons to events 
at our church.  We need to cultivate a culture of invitation among ourselves.

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HISTORY   For over 43 years Claremont United Methodist 
Church has been a gracious steward of its resources to offer 
space and hospitality to The Clinebell Institute for Pastoral 
Counseling and Psychotherapy in a partnership to offer 

ecumenical outreach to the larger community. Rumor has it that there were periods 
when counseling took place in church school classrooms with client and counselor alike 
seated in preschool-sized chairs.  Now located in the round building, The Clinebell 
Institute (formerly known as the Pomona Valley Pastoral Counseling & Growth Center) is 
the training institute of the Claremont School of Theology and offers complimentary 
counseling services to members of Claremont UMC as a part of our partnership. 

CHANGES   In recent years Pastoral Counseling Residents, including Rev. Kenny 
Walden, Rev. Trina Armstrong, and Chuhye Choi , have participated in worship and 
offered educational opportunities to the wider congregation. However, this past August, 
with a new group of Residents and new community partnerships, The Clinebell Institute 
is no longer assigning one or two Residents to serve the members of Claremont UMC. 
This means that members of the congregation are now able to see any of the eleven 
Residents on the Clinebell staff and Senior Staff as well.
