The Finance Committee has developed a plan to communicate to the members on &
regular basis throughThe Windownewsletter. This is the first of the detailed
communications you will see anquarterly basis, with a current state of pledges shared
monthly.

Our pledges are currently behind approximately $44,142 or about 9.6%, the
unpledged envelopes are ahead of plan about,833. The CUM Psehool has made a
donation of $10,000 to our church, so overall revenues are behind7$81 which
translatesto 3.4% behind plan.
