Sing, Ring and Dance has a new Preschool component on Wednesday
evenings. Christina Linton, a colleague of Barbara Durost and Donna
Marie Minano at the Claremont Community School of Music, leads the
little ones. The program is designed to help preschoolers learn music
Children’s Cholr  fundamentals like keeping a steady beat, the basics of rhythm,

matching pitch, singing in tune, and distinguishing high and low, fast and slow, quiet and
loud. The class uses a variety of simple instruments: shaker eggs, hand drums, bells,
finger cymbals and colorful scarves. The preschoolers (and some parents, too) express
themselves in movement, song, and simple percussion. Eleven children are participating
in this special program, including six children from our Preschool.

Wednesday afternoons at Claremont United Methodist Church are filled with energy
and fun. Our worship services are enriched by the participation of Sing, Ring and Dance
children. (The children will help lead worship at the 5:00 p.m. service on Christmas Eve.)

Our new Preschool Music
Program joins the rest of our Sing, Ring and Dance offerings, which include choir, dance
and drama for children in Kindergarten and older.
