mission to be considered this June. In other words, all is a lot.

So let this be the first step up the mountain: included here are brief updates on each of these
critical issues. Please read closely and become familiar with them so that your leadership can be
effective, and our church can go forward.

Let me briefly tell you about my most recent journey, which inspires me to stay on the path.
With Ken Ellis, | traveled to Nigeria as the leader of a team working to address difficulties and
differences in that vast country. Not since my time in Wyoming and Montana have | traveled
such long distances, and this was much slower and much more difficult; we visited places often
cut off by seasonal rivers and swamps, and counted ourselves lucky when we could wash
ourselves using a pitcher of water and a basin.

While our official conversations were sometimes tense and difficult, what stood out to me
was the extraordinary hospitality that was offered to us, always in the most joyous spirit. For
example, in the final stretch to one distant village, starting ten miles out from the center, people
came to line the road to welcome us with musical bands and dancing. We were given gifts of
local clothing when we arrivedt and this from people who often had only one set of clothes for
themselves.

Just 48 hours after | arrived back in Pasadena, we started our monthly cabinet meeting. As |
suspected, the item leading our agenda was discussion of our financial status at the end of 2009,
and the implications for building our 2011 connectional budget. | knew what | wanted to say
there, and | want to share it with you here: we will make do with less, but the Nigerian people
have nothing, and they are growing their mission. They are finding ways to live and to give in
circumstances that seem hopeless to us, because they are filled with hope, rooted in a passion
