We 
must not deceive ourselves into thinking we are smarter, holier, wiser or more ready 
than any of our predecessor disciples.  History bears out that the disciples who truly 
follow Jesus to the cross are few.   

Do plan to attend the Maundy Thursday and Good Friday services and hear these 
precious texts read once again, the texts that recount the ƭŀǎǘ ƘƻǳǊǎ ƻŦ WŜǎǳǎΩ ƭƛŦŜΣ ǘƘŜ 
texts that give us glimpses into our own human folly and limitations.   

If Holy Week were the end of the story, we would not want to come and hear the 
stories because the outcome would be only death.  The incredible Good News is that 
Jesus was raised from death to life and the tomb was the not the final destination.   

The good news is that even when we play the same roles as Judas, Peter, and all those 
ǿƘƻ ŦƭŜŘΣ ƛƴ ǘƘŜ ǎŀƳŜ ǿŀȅ ǿŜ ŀǊŜ ƭƻǾŜŘ ŀƴŘ ŦƻǊƎƛǾŜƴ ƛƴǘƻ ƴŜǿ ƭƛŦŜ ōȅ DƻŘΩǎ grace.
