The Church Council adopted the 2010 budget at its Maréhméeting. Highlight of
the budget include:

The total budget for 2009 was $612,000. The Church had budgeted a loss of $12,79(
However, due to underspending, the actual results were approximately reak
(revenues equaled expenses.)

For 2010, the total projected budges $637,222, with a los@eficit spending) of
$17,841.

Although pledges have increased, the total revenue budget is down 1% due to the
decrease in our Cal Pac grant from $30,000 to $15,000. This grant vHifbe2011.

Salaries were held to the sanevel. Healtkcare costs grew again this year, wtb-

12% increase. The overall salary category was only a 1% increase.

Property, Administrative Costs, and UMC Connectional costs were reduced 1%
Commissiorand Committeebudgets wereeduced 1%

The Finance Committee recommended adoption of the deficit budget due to the
following:

e Projected deficit spending in 2009 was made up by year end
e There are funds available in our Emerging Ministries trust fund which can be use
to make up a shortfall

TheFinance Committee recommended that all members keep in mind that the loss of
the Cal Pac grant will need to be addressed with an increase in pledges and revenues |
2011.

Visit to Women on Death Row

On Saturday, March 21 Carolyn Francis and | boarded the Chowchilla C[/b
Express Bus at Holy Name of Mary Catholic CharSlan Dimas for our trip b
to the prison. We were on our way to visit pen pals who are incarcerat ’9

Church, particularly the United Methodist Women JuDI Circle, has been
involved with prison ministries for several years. One ministry growing out of this circle

This bus povides a wonderful service. It runs each Sunday from different locations in
Southern California, taking family members and friends to visit their loved ones in
prison. The bus ride is free and only requires that a person make an advance
reservation and emplete the documentation required by the prison to visit a woman
there.

All in our church who participate in this program have come to know our pen pals well
over the past 8 years and have visited them several times. Nevertheless, it is always a
shock, &en for regular visitors, to realize how helpless one feels when entering such a
controlled environment. A strict dress code must be followed and nothing can be taken
in to give to the women there.

The trip from San Dimas to Chowchilla took 6 hours aledvat us a 4our visit,
sharing lunch with our friends, before the bus left the prison at 4pm to start the long
trek home.

Those funding and providing this regular bus service are to be commended. Two
Hospitality Student Leaders were on board to make @il passengers were
comfortable and well cared for. At the early morning hour of our departure, volunteers
from the church were present to offer 35 passengers doughnuts, juice, and coffee.

Hopefully, our visits remind our two pen pals, who have bieearcerated for 20 and
13 years respectively, that they are not forgotten and provide some variety to the
deadly, daily routine of prison life. Our visits are only one small thing that we can do for
two friends and other women who remain imprisoned, mainyes unjustly, for years
on death row as they await the outcome of their legal appeals.

drip irrigation. Conservation of water is a must. Claremont's General Plan calls for
limiting lawn area to no more than 30% of the front yard landscape. Even the Social
Prinaples of the United Methodist Church calls us to value and conserve water as a
matter of conscientious Christian stewardship. A landscape architect is being consulted
A revised plan for this conversion is being reviewed and will be presented at a later

date.
