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The morning of Good Friday found Ben and me dashing home to gather air mattresses, pillows
and other needed supplies when one keeps vigil for the transition. All the while, | was deeply
aware of each worship service coming up, tmdssaging a day at arte that | could not be
there. Oh thank God for our solid team at church. | knew they could pick up the threads and
weave them in.

Good Friday was a day of erratic breathing, mild seizures, and frequent visits from the facility
staff members, who obvioudl f 2SR !t X IyR gK2 @gSNB akKz2 01!
came, followed by a pastoral visit from Dan who brought anointing oil and communion. What a
blessing that was in the midst of seizures and the hospice nurse figuring out what to do.
Although my attorney soiin-law thought | was crazy for entertaining the idea that | would
preach on Easter Sunday, | shared with Dan that | was yet undecided. My family and Dan, i
unison, told me to forget about it and be in the room! And so | relinquisimgdelf to the
birthing process, trusting that my role as midwife was indeed where | needed to be. | lay with Al
in his bed and held him when the shuddering came. Thankfully morphine settled it. How much
like birthing is dying!
