"Peace Kids" like Jessica graduate from this unique camp -funded 
in part with Peace with Justice Sunday offering money--inspired to teach 
their friends to be kind to each other and to treat the earth - and its 
people--with respect. The offering on this Special Sunday empowers 
United Methodists to work for peace, love and compassion for God's 
children everywhere. 

Peace with Justice Sunday, one of the United Methodist Special Sundays with 
offering, will be observed May 30. The Special Sunday supports programs that advocate 
peace and justice at home and around the world.  

The United Methodist Church declares that peace with justice will be celebrated when 
all people have access to adequate jobs, housing, education, food, health care, income 
support and clean water. The denomination will further celebrate when structures and 
systems that reflect economic exploitation, war, political oppression and cultural 
domination no longer exist.  

Half of the offering collected is retained to fund local peace with justice programs. In 
addition, half of the offering is remitted to the General Board of Church & Society

 Jeanette Layman knew her first-grader son had been 
complaining about occasional pain and wasn't sleeping well at 
night.  But when he awoke one morning with his knee swollen the 

size of a grapefruit, she knew something was really wrong. 
Almost overnight Max Layman, now 11, went from an active boy, who loved 

skateboarding, recess and soccer, to a boy with juvenile rheumatoid arthritis, needing 
crutches to help him walk. He will help lead the 2010 Arthritis Walk for the Arthritis 
Foundation Inland Empire Branch starting at 8 a.m. Saturday, June 5 at Fairmount Park 
in Riverside. 
άThis is the one major fundraiser for the Arthritis Foundation, an advocacy walk to 

bring awareness and to raise money,έ said Jeanette Layman.... 
The fifth-grader is excited about leading the walk in June.  άWhen I heard about it, my 

jaw dropped open,έ he said. άThe walk helps people, and the money goes to help find 
ƳŜŘƛŎƛƴŜ ǘƻ ŎǳǊŜ ŀǊǘƘǊƛǘƛǎΦέ 

He said he ignores his pain as much as he can, only feeling it usually when he overdoes 
exercise.  άOne time at school, this kid asked to see my swollen finger, and he pulled it 
ŀƴŘ ƛǘ ǿŀǎ ǾŜǊȅ ǇŀƛƴŦǳƭΣέ said Layman. άI ǇǳƴŎƘŜŘ ǘƘŜ ƪƛŘ ǘƻ ǘƘŜ ƎǊƻǳƴŘΦέ 

He said his left leg will sometimes hurt if he's running a lot, and once at school, his 
ankle cracked, hurt horribly, and he almost fell. But, for the most part now, life goes on 
normally. He said he does hope it all goes away one day. In the meantime, he is looking 
forward to this summer's week at Camp Esperanza at Big Bear, an arthritis camp for 
children. 
άIt's one of the best camps and I'm going by myself. I can't wait!έ he said. 
The Arthritis Foundation is the leading health organization addressing the needs of 46 

million Americans living with arthritis. Its mission is to improve lives through leadership 
in the prevention, control and cure of arthritis and related diseases and it has funded 
more than $380 million in research grants since 1948. Business and individual pledges 
and donations are still welcomed.

Update  
In a little over a month from now, 13 

youth from Claremont UMC will be 
loading up and heading north to Loleta, California for their week-long Sierra Service 
Project work trip. 

Our work on the Wiyot Tribe reservation will include general home repair on houses in 
Loleta and also on some tribal residences in the off-reservation towns.  Teams will also 
work on habitat restoration and cleanup on Indian Island, and will get a chance to learn 
about the history of the island and the restoration work that is taking place there.

Each youth who attends pays their own $335 registration fee.  The fundraising done at 
the church helps to support the other costs including renting 3-large Explorer-type 
vehicles, fuel, travel meals, and related supplies. 

Our trip this year is earlier in the summer than previous years so our fundraising 
period is shorter.  We will provide a Sunday morning Car Wash during worship services 
on June 13th and will sell Sponsor Cards in increments of $25, $50, and $100 up until 
the time we leave. 

This service project experience has been very important in the spiritual formation of 
ƻǳǊ ŎƘǳǊŎƘΩǎ ȅƻǳǘƘ ŦƻǊ Ƴŀƴȅ ȅŜŀǊǎΦ  Some of our church members, who began as high 
school participants, spent their summers providing leadership in following years.  Some 
of those people include: Janet Hume, Andrew Harris, Megan Fackenthal, and Christina 
Mugg.  This summer Ben Rhodes-Wickett will be spending his second year on SSP staff 
and Heather Domonoske will begin her first.
