All clergy are members of the Annual Conference, not of the local chihdien we

are ordained or consecrated, it takes place at the annual conference and our

membership is located in that body. The laity who are elected by the local churches anc

districts are alsomembersof the annual conference. The distinction between a

delegate and a member is that a delegate may feel the need to vote in accordance with

the wishes of the sending body. A member votes his or her heart and mind on the
matters before us. The lay members of Claremont are Marjorie Suchocki, Howard
Yeager, Malnie Little, and Martha Morales (an alternate because Henry Jefferson is
unable to attend this year). Clara Soto Ivey is also a member due to her membership or
the General Commission on the Status and Role of Women. Further, many of the active
and retired clergy of our congregation who are members of this annual conference will
be present as well.
Out of the continuing visioning process of the conference we will consider a proposal
for the reordering of our conference life.
The Conference Leadershipam recommends to the Annual Conference that,
1) Beginning July 1, 2010, the mission of the Califeaieific Annual Conference shall
be carried out through five essential ministry teams. These shall be: Justice
Ministries, Leadership Ministries, New Minissr, Resource Ministries, and the
Ministry of Navigation (Spiritual & Temporal Oversight.)
2) For the conference year 202011, each board, committee and/or commission of
the conference as elected by the 2010 Session shall be assigned to serve through o
of the five essential teams.
3) During the conference year 202011, the chairpersons of the committees, boards,
commissions and other elected groups assigned to each team, pilsgat
participants nominated by the Nominating Committee to bring the totatip@ation
into compliance with current rules to insure diversity, shall come together as follows:
a) The Conference Leadership Team, in partnership with the Appointive Cabinet
shallconvene thal SI Y& F2NJ GKS LlJzN1}2&aS 2F RSQS
and action by the 2011Annual Sessions;

b) Each charter shall specify the internal structures necessary to fulfill the purposes
of each team including:



i.  To provide for any and all equivalent purposes, structures and connectional
relationships mandatedly the airrent Book of Discipline for the committees,
boards, commissiorassigned to that team,

ii. To establish the elected composition of each ministry team, and
accompanying rules tdefine nominations and election to service, excepting
those already establishday theBook of Discipline;

iii. To develop a strategy for accountability to the mission of the annual
conference.
