Claremont UMC Sr. High Youth Trip 

 

On the final night of our trip, we sat in the unlit downstairs hallway of Temple United 
Methodist Church exhausted.  In the final hours of our time together, each person 
shared stories of their growth over the last week.  And even as we talked about 
rebuilding houses, experiencing a different culture, and meeting new friends;

Thirteen youth and three adults from our church traveled 300-miles north of San 
Francisco to the Table Bluff Reservation, home of the Wiyot (pronounced wee-ott) 
Tribe.  During our seven days onsite, we joined other youth from different churches and 
worked to repair and improve homes.  Some of the teams painted while others lay 
roofing.  One rebuilt a wall and another rebuilt a porch.  A portion of the larger group 
spent Friday on Indian Island, an historic location just recently returned to the Wiyot 
people.  In the marshy overgrowth, they cleaned up a homeless encampment 
uncovering stories of speculation with each semi-buried item. 

The recovery from such a trip requires physical rest and time to think.  Each of us were 
exposed to different portions of this service experience and will reflect on the meanings 
of it all.  We will share our stories in the weeks and months to come and encourage 
others to gain the treasure of service experiences of their own.
